ST. GEORGE PLANNING BOARD MINUTES
July 11, 2006

Members present were: Chairman William Hickey, Loa Blake, Ray Emerson, Steve Adams,
Marvon Hupper and Mary K. Hewlett. Also present were CEO Ralph Eugley, Selectmen Terry Driscoll
and Lee Cote, Asst Town Manager Tim Polky and approximately 35-40 members of the public.

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 pm.
QUORUM The Chairman elevated Mary K. Hewlett to voting status.

MINUTES

Loa Blake noted an error on page 2 of the minutes of June 27, 2006, saying that she suggested
the traffic go down Route 131 and back out Route 131, and on page 3, item #22, Loa Blake is a “she”
not a “he” and that the sign to Port Clyde should be “with an arrow”. On a motion by Emerson,
seconded by Hewlett, it was voted 5-0 to approve the minutes of June 27, 2006 as amended.

BUILDING PERMIT - none
SITE PLAN REVIEW

A. First Baptist Church - A copy of the Findings of Fact was distributed and reviewed. On a
motion by Emerson, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 to approve the Findings of Fact.

B. Doug Anderson/ RV Campground - Chairman Hickey began by commenting on the perceived
bias mentioned in letters received and said that Planning Board members can ask for
anything for clarification. Hickey continued by reviewing the backgrounds and qualifications
of the Planning Board members, and summarized the Site Plan Review process of reviewing
applications. There was discussion about the time line for review as outlined in the
ordinance and the Chairman asked Doug Anderson if he wished to extend the time frame for
review. Anderson said he wished to continue, but had some changes, the main one being a
change from 26 sites to 20 sites. Anderson went on to say that the State requires items
under their review, and that he had to consider if he wanted to spend $50,000 to meet State
standards and then get denied. He said he has lived here 58 years and that he was not going
away. Anderson then reviewed his thoughts on changes he is considering. Returning to the
issue of the time frame, it was noted that the application was signed May 2nd. found complete
on June 13th, and a public hearing was held June 24th. Anderson asked for an extension of
time on the review process. On a motion by Adams, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 to
extend the review for 90 days. The Planning Board then reviewed what they wanted on a
revised plan, and asked the applicant for the following:

a. Calculation of impervious coverage;

b. A letter from site evaluator Doug Meservey addressing the issue of the chemicals that
RVs have in their holding tanks and the effect on the site;

c. A hydrogeological study and stormwater management plan;

d. Impact study from town officials regarding solid waste from the site;

e. Impact study on the project from the Road Commissioner addressing issues to
include sight distance, curb cuts, traffic;

f. Comments on the project from the Fire Chief, to include the issues of emergency
vehicle access, width of road, turn around area, water availability;

g. Wetlands delineation;

h. Topographical lines, which could be on a separate site plan; and,

i. Draft of rules and regulations for the campground.

Hewlett asked about RV utility hookups, signs, lighting, etc., and it was stated that would be

on the site plan and part of the Performance Standard review. Hewlett also asked about a

revised project cost, and the Chairman said that it would be addressed during the Performance

Guarantee review. Hewlett then asked about the effect on property values. Alternate member

Marvon Hupper said that he has 35 years experience in appraisal work in Maine, and in St.

George there is a close proximity of commercial properties to residential properties and that
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there do not affect property values. It was his conclusion that this project would “no way affect
property values on Glenmere.” A guestion was raised about the Town’s Assessors Agent Jim
Murphy providing an opinion. Town Manager John Falla stated that Murphy’s contract does not
allow him to do appraisals within St George. By general agreement, the Planning Board stated
they were happy with Hupper's opinion. Hewlett commented that an environmental impact
study may accomplish what the Board was asking for and may be cheaper than doing everything
separately. It was noted that that decision was up to the applicant. The final request was from
the CEO, asking for a floor plan for the proposed building.

The Chairman then opened the meeting for any further comments from the public. The
following comments were received:

1. Richard Levine distributed six (6) handouts that addressed more concerns about the
project.

2. Duke Ellis read a letter from the Conservation Commission to the Planning Board
about the project, and requested that the Chairman of the Commission receive the
same packet of information that the Planning Board members receive.

3. Stan Levy asked for clarification of the traffic impact study, suggesting that the
impact of RVs be expanded to cover the whole town.

4. Sandra Coggeshall asked if the traffic study could include parking in Port Clyde,
specifically at the Port Clyde General Store.

5. Anita Siegenthaler said she was also in favor of the previous request.

6. Ed Black said the study should also include the strawberry stand and other
businesses.

7. Dave Percival commented about RVs going to Marshall Point Light House. He said
RVs and buses go there, and that bus drivers are more experienced.

8. Doug Anderson said there used to be a sardine factory in Port Clyde and parking was
everywhere. He said people move into town, increase property values, then want to
discriminate against RVs.

9. Jane Rasmussen said people are not against RVs, it is the scope of the projectin a
residential area.

10. Duke Ellis asked “how do we determine impact”.

11. Chairman Hickey commented on how the town is growing.

12. Ed Black said people should do what they want without hurting others, and that it is
selfish when people who have what they want don't want others to do anything.

13. Chuck Paine commented on the prospect in real estate values. Paine also asked how
the mosquito problem will be dealt with — chemicals or zappers?

14. Marvon Hupper commented on real estate, saying that if the bubble bursts, all
property values will come down. Hupper said the impact of this project is different.

15. Tom Lloyd suggested the Planning Board should reconsider their decision about
consulting other real estate experts. Chairman Hickey said that if the Planning Board
needed additional information, they could ask for it.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:37pm so the Board could conduct a workshop on administrative
practices and ordinance review.

ADJUSTMENTS TO THE AGENDA

The Town Manager explained the purpose of this agenda item and how the Planning Board could
use it, considering the posted agenda and special circumstances. A memo was received from the Town
Manager regarding points of contact within town government. Discussion followed concerning a
misunderstanding of whether or not Doug Anderson should be on the agenda. On a motion by Graf,
seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 to adjust the agenda to receive a communication from Doug
Anderson.

MINUTES
On a motion by Blake, seconded by Adams, it was voted 5-0 to approve the minutes of July 11,
2006 as written.

COMMUNICATION

Doug Anderson addressed the Board, thanking them for their good work, and officially asked
that his application for an RV campground be withdrawn. Anderson said it was a learning process for
him, and that Dr. Levine's information about the chemicals in the septic system concerned him, saying
that he did not want to be responsible for the effects of chemicals on the environment.

SITE PLAN REVIEW

A. Wildcat Lobster Pound — Stephanie Simmons summarized their proposal, saying they
wanted to put in a gift shop. In response to questions from the Board, Ms. Simmons said the
gift shop would be limited to the room the inventory is currently in, and that there is
currently 10-12 parking spaces on the property that are used by fishermen and customers
buying retail seafood. The CEO told the Board that the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance, as well
as Site Plan Review, needs to be consulted on this application. In response to a question
from the Board, Travis Simmons said the gift shop would be seasonal. There was discussion
about the history of the property and the food take-out business that was on the property.
Further discussion took place on whether or not the gift shop would be considered an
accessory use. The Simmonses said the major retail business is seafood - lobster, clams,
mussels and haddock. Discussion continued on what uses were allowed in the CFMA
district. On a motion by Graf, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 that the gift shop is an
allowed use as an accessory use under the Shoreland Zoning Ordinance. In reviewing the
map requirements under Site Plan Review, Stephanie Simmons requested that items “h-I” be
waived, noting that items “a-g” are on the site plan map. There was discussion about
parking, turn around area, fishermen parking, retail parking and bathrooms. On a motion
by Graf, seconded by Adams, it was voted to waive items “h-I” as the Board found sufficient
information during the review. It was also noted that seasonal should be added to the
application. On a motion by Adams, seconded by Graf, it was voted 5-0 to accept the
application as complete. On a motion by Adams, seconded by Graf, it was voted 5-0 to waive
the on-site public hearing. The Board then reviewed the Performance Standards:

1. Preserve & Enhance the Landscape — On a motion by Adams, seconded by Graf, it

was voted 5-0 that this standard was not applicable.
2. Relationship of Buildings to Environment - On a motion by Graf, seconded by
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Emerson, it was voted 5-0 that this standard was not applicable as they are using the
existing building.

Vehicular Access — On a motion by Adams, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 that
this standard has been met as it is an existing business.

Parking & Circulation - On a motion by Adams, seconded by Graf, it was voted 5-0
that this standard had been met with a condition that signs be placed designating
where customer parking will be.

Surface Water Drainage — On a motion by Adams, seconded by Graf, it was voted 5-0
that this standard was met.

Existing Utilities - On a motion by Adams, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 that
the standard has been met because there was no undue effect.

Advertising — The Simmonses said there would be no change in lighting, and that
there would be a sandwich-board sign in the yard and a banner above the awning.
The Board said they couldn’t use the banner due to sign size limitations, but they
could modify the existing sign, as long as it was not made bigger. On a motion by
Hickey, seconded by Adams, it was voted 5-0 that the standard has been met.
Special Features - It was stated that this was not applicable because there were no
proposed storage areas, etc. On a motion by Graf, seconded by Adams, it was voted
5-0 that this standard was met because there were no exterior changes.

Exterior Lighting - It was noted that no lighting was proposed. On a motion by
Hickey, seconded by Blake, it was voted 5-0 that this standard was not applicable.
Emergency Vehicle Access - On a motion by Hickey, seconded by Graf, it was voted 5-
0 that this standard has been met.

Municipal Services - On a motion by Graf, seconded by Adams, it was voted 5-0 that
this standard has been met because there was no unreasonable adverse impact as
proposed.

Tibbetts responded that it was to minimize the cover of
the beach area. Hupper asked if any thought had been given to repair the stone wharf, and
Tibbetts responded that the stone would have to be 5-6’ higher. Hupper gave a history of
the stone wharf and stated that he felt it was an historic structure that needed protection
and should not be covered by a wooden structure. Tibbetts noted that through the DEP
review the Maine Historic Preservation Commission had reviewed the project and had signed
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off on it. Hewlett then asked about the 12’ width of the proposed wharf versus a 6’ width,
saying she was opposed to the 12’ width. There was some further discussion of the use of
the wharf, the number of people who were planning on using it, etc. Tim Polky noted that
the existing stone wharf provided grandfather status on width. A motion was made by Adams
to approve the application pending DEP approval, but failed due to the lack of a second. A
motion was made by Hupper, seconded by Blake, to deny the application because the 12’
width exceeds the usual 6’ width granted by the Board for wharves. During discussion of
this motion, options were discussed, and Art Tibbetts requested that the application be
tabled. On a motion by Blake, seconded by Adams, it was voted 4-1, with Hupper opposed,
to table the application.

C. Frances Vose / Rebuild 5’ x 32’ pier on Northern Island - Peter Spencer was present on
behalf of the applicant and said the proposal is to replace the pier that was destroyed.
